MRIof Abdomen: 2 lesions in segment 7 suggestive of liver metastasis (biopsy proven).
Bone scan: negative.

Question:

1-Is surgery of breast indicated?
2-Is surgery of liver indicated?

Recommended plan:

1- Breast surgery is recommended
2- New abdominal MRI is recommended, if liver lesion was localized, liver surgery is
indicated.
